Dear Program Specialists,

I am filing a state complaint against the Pinellas County School District on behalf of (____input student’s name_________), who currently qualifies for related services in this district due to hisher disability.  She/he qualifies for 1 hour of Occupational therapy, 1 hour of Speech Therapy and 300 minutes a week of Specially Designed Instruction- reading and math.

Dr. Clayton Wilcox, Superintendent, directed Ms. Jan Rouse, Assistant Superintendent of C & I to write a letter that was distributed to all district principals that read, “This memo is a reminder that all therapy services should begin promptly on the first day of the school year and continue through the end of the school year.  Students’ IEPs reflect that the services are provided throughout the year, and there should be no delay in the initiation of those services.”

School began in Pinellas County on Wednesday, August 3, 2005 and as of the end of the day on Friday, August 5, 2005 my daughter/son did not receive any of her/his services listed above, and on her IEP.

Remedy: 
I am requesting your child’s name receive compensatory services in the area of occupational therapy in the amount equivalent to time missed, or more as the IEP team deems appropriate.

Remedy:
I am requesting your child’s name receive compensatory services in the area of speech therapy in the amount equivalent to time missed, or more as the IEP team deems appropriate.

Remedy:
I am requesting your child’s name receive compensatory services in the area of Reading and Math in Specially Designed Instruction in the amount equivalent to time missed, or more as the IEP team deems appropriate.

IDEA Regulations,  Sec. 300.347 Content of IEP, states…

(a) General. The IEP for each child with a disability must include—

(6) The projected date for the beginning of the services and modifications described in paragraph (a)(3) of this section, and the anticipated frequency, location, and duration of those services and modifications; and

I am aware of the right to mediation as well as other procedural safeguards, and do not wish to pursue those options at this time.  I wish to go forward with a state complaint as described in 34 C.F.R.§ 300.347.

I am requesting a copy of any and all documents submitted by the PCSD in response to this state complaint.
